Coverage: 	With the advent of digital technology and commercial use of the Internet has come an increased focus on privacy issues. A new area of legal scholarship has emerged called “Information Privacy Law”. 

This course will review the history, development, and status of information privacy law. It will introduce the topic of privacy through the review of the Generally Accepted Privacy Principles. After this, we will examine the state of privacy law as it relates to the media, law enforcement, health information, financial information, and the workplace. Finally, we will discuss the general privacy protections provided in each region of the world with emphasis on Europe, Asia and Canada. 

Anticipated Learning Outcomes:
A variety of substantive law related to privacy, including applicable cases and statutes; understanding of the general privacy concepts; identification of the impediments to privacy protection that exist, including the competing interests of individuals, society, the media, an employer, and the government; the development/refinement of the skill of legal problem solving; and the development/refinement of the fundamental legal skill of legal reasoning, analysis, and writing. 

Grading: 	Grades will be assigned based on following criteria: 
1) Classroom participation (10%)
2) Performance on the mid-term on GAPP (20%)
3) [bookmark: _GoBack]Performance on the final examination (70%)

Students are expected to attend all class sessions in a timely manner, to be prepared on the assigned reading, and to participate in class discussions. A student who misses more than one class session may have his/her final grade reduced. A student who misses more than two class sessions will see his/her final grade reduced. A student who misses more than three class sessions may be expelled from the class.

Exam: 	The final will be a self-scheduled, in-class, open-book exam consisting of 3 to 4 essay questions, of which each student must answer two.

Students are expected to act in the classroom as they would in a court of law, i.e., as legal professionals. Among other things, this means that students must be attentive to and respectful of the Professors and their classmates.
