Course Description: 

ADMIRALTY
3 credits
Introduces maritime law, including admiralty jurisdiction and selected topics of maritime law such as maritime liens, injuries to seamen, general average, carriage of goods, salvage, collision, and limitation of liability. 

Course Goals:

	Although the purpose of the Admiralty course is to introduce you to the unique laws and rules that apply to events that occur on the navigable waters of the United States and the world, the course is designed to be interesting to the student who has no interest in practicing maritime law.  First, the course allows one to look at numerous legal issues that face one industry.  This rarely occurs in law school, but more accurately reflects how real lawyers work.  Admiralty courts often approach problems differently than common law courts, giving the student an opportunity to rethink rules learned elsewhere.  Because the Erie doctrine does not apply, federal courts continue to make law in Admiralty, providing a breeding ground for developing law that usually only occurs in state courts these days.  Finally, this course should be fun.  What could be better than ships crashing on a dark and stormy night or drunken sailors?

Grading:

	Your final grade will be based primarily on a three hour, closed book exam.  Class participation may also be considered.

Class Participation and Attendance:

	 Although I personally may find the ABA and Hamline rules relating to attendance to be somewhat childish, we are all forced to live with them.  Regular class attendance will be expected.  Students that miss more than three classes risk being removed from the class.
