Manor Hall 
This is a residence hall of upper-class students, and is 
located only a block from the law school.  A first floor 
area is designated for Law, Graduate and  
undergraduate students seeking to pursue an advanced 
degree.  The focus of the floor is academic.  
 
Manor offers an extremely attractive space for this 
community.  The first floor includes 2 wings of rooms 
separated by the main lobby.  In addition there are 
study lounges and a formal lounge.  Law students are 
placed in single rooms on a priority basis by deposit 
date.  Double rooms are available after all single rooms 
have been filled.  Programming opportunities are  
provided by the resident assistant..

The Hamline University Apartments were designed to 
provide law students with a comfortable and convenient  
independent living environment.  Apartment styles 
available for law students are 2, 3, and 4 bedrooms.  
Married and same sex partnered couples get first prior-
ity for studio apartments.  The Hamline Apartments are 
located just a block away from the Law School.   

Some features of the apartment building include: 

• Central heating/air conditioning 
• Nine foot ceilings 
• Full appliance package:  refrigerator, stove, garbage 

disposal and dishwasher 
• High speed internet access in each bedroom (1 port 

per person) and wireless internet throughout the 
building 

• Cable service in each living room 
• Laundry room on each floor 
• Community space for study and social activities 
• Local telephone service with voice mail 
• Card access system for exterior building doors 
• CCTV security cameras at all building entrances 
• On-site parking garage and surface lot 
• Indoor trash/recycling drop off on first floor 
• Laundry, cable, and internet costs are included 

in the rent.
